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STEP FOUR - Secure Deck Balustrades 
to Posts
• Slide bottom channel of pre-cut balustrade on to

lower clip. (Dia. #6)
• Insert clips into top channel of balustrade on each

end.
• Using (4) - #8 x 20mm Self-drilling screws, attach

the upper 2-clips to the post.
• Using (8) - #8 x 20mm Self-drilling screws, secure

the upper and lower clips to the balustrade.

STEP FIVE - Cut and Install Hand and Base 
Rail Snaps
• Measure between posts at the top and bottom.

(Dia.#7)
• For Continuous Hand Rail, measure opening from

outside of 75mm post to 75mm post.
• Cut top & bottom snap covers 2mm less than

opening.
• Clean cut areas and apply touch-up paint on all

exposed metal.
• Snap each balustrade snap over the corresponding

balustrade channel until properly seated. (Dia. #8)

STEP SIX - Install Base Rail Support
• For openings greater than 1220mm, install base rail

support under center of base rail. (Dia. #9)
• Slide base rail support under base rail and mark.
• Install two deck screws at location of base rail support,

install base rail support over screws.
• Using (1) - #8 x 20mm Self-drilling screws, secure the

base rail support to base rail. (Dia. #10)

STEP SEVEN - Install Stair Balustrades
• Hold or temporarily clamp stair

balustrade against posts and adjust for
equal end spacing (Dia. #12)

• Mark the balustrade at 4 locations of
post connection.
If using a continuous hand rail, also
mark cut lines on the 50mm post
using the bottom of the H-channel to
f nd your angle for post cut. (Dia. #11)

• Mitre cut balustrade at marked
locations and place balustrade in opening. Cut balustrade
2mm less than opening.

• Mark posts for location of base rail clips.
• Remove balustrade and install lower clips. (Dia. #13)
• Clean cut areas & apply touch-up paint on exposed metal.
• Place cut balustrade between posts, push balustrade onto

bottom clips, place clips into upper channel, attach clips to
post and secure balustrade to all clips as per Step 4. (Dia.
#6)

• Mitre cut and install hand and base rails as per Step 5.
